spotlight on our resident, Peter 

Dunsmore!  

Peter Dunsmore was born on Sept. 

5, 1918.  He was raised on Libbie 

Ave. in Richmond, VA.  He went to 

Westhampton High School and then 

joined the Navy when he turned 17.  

He retired from the Navy after 20 

years of service as a Chief         

Boatswain's Mate.  After retiring 

from the Navy, he was employed at 

the Federal Reserve Bank in      

Richmond, from which he also     

retired. 

When war was declared, he was sent 

to Cuba to get raw sugar due to the 

sugar shortage in the US. They    

carried the sugar in sacks on their 

backs but a good amount of sugar 

escaped the sacks.  The ships were 

then covered in sugar!  His ship was 

nicknamed the ñsweet shipò.  

While serving the Navy in the South 

Pacific, he was shown a picture of a 

pretty woman named Kathleen and 

asked if he knew her since she was 

also from  Richmond.  He answered, 

ñNo, but Iôd like to!ò, and was given 

her phone number.  He carried her 

picture with him and then when 

 he got home he immediately called 

her to ask her out.
